Detailed information on the MOOC
[bookmark: _Toc522696712]What
This is course builds on the Icebreaker MOOC ran in June, which aimed was to make EU Code Week more appealing and meaningful for teachers and schools and raise awareness about the importance of integrating coding and computational thinking into their lesson. 
The course provides primary and secondary school teachers with ideas, free training material and resources to help them bring coding and computational thinking into the classroom with already made lessons plans. Additionally, teachers will learn what is Code Week and how to participate in this initiative, which last year engaged 4.2 million people in Europe and beyond.
The course is organised around the principle of peer learning, with course content designed to stimulate reflection and discussion so that participants can learn from each other’s experiences and ideas. At the end of the MOOC, participants will have to organise an activity with their students or colleagues and register it in the Code Week map. To complete the course, participants are required to submit their Code Week activity and review the quality of their peers’ activities. The EU Code Week Teachers group on Facebook will be used to facilitate peer learning.
This course has an estimated workload of 25 hours in total.

This course can be followed by primary and secondary school teachers, regardless the subject they teach and their previous knowledge of coding. The course is also open to anybody interested and willing to take bring innovation to the classroom or anybody interested in taking the course: families, young adults, adults, seniors, parents, librarians, entrepreneurs, and policymakers. No previous experience or knowledge on coding and computational thinking is needed to take this course.
No previous experience on coding is required to navigate the course and engage in the course community. Interaction via social media is not a requirement, although such exchanges are highly recommended, as they can substantially improve the course experience.
As the course will be offered in English, participants must be able to understand education-specific oral and written communication and must be confident in expressing themselves and interacting in English writing. However it must be noted that national moderators will be available in the following countries to help and support participants who do not speak English: Italy, Malta, Poland, The Netherlands, Romania, Estonia, Greece, Spain, Croatia, France, Portugal and Ireland.

This course starts on September 16, but registering is already possible through the course page. The course will run for 5 weeks – with modules opening one by one each week, followed by a 1,5-week grace period. The estimated workload is 5 hours per week.

The course is available on the European Schoolnet Academy. In order to take part in the course, participants need to create an account if they do not have one already.
