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3. Requests the Economic and Social Council, in 
consultation with the specialized agencies, to develop

Recognizing that the first two stated Purposes of the 
United Nations are: 

"To maintain international peace and security, and 
to that end: to take effective collective measures for

Rcaf]irmi11_1J that the initiative in negotiating the 
agreemenb for armed forces provided for in Article
